RKVY: Monitoring Visit to Uttar Pradesh

The monitoring visit to Uttar Pradesh was undertaken on 29th November 2010 to 3rd December 2010. A review meeting was held after the field visits with all the representatives of RKVY Project implementing agencies on 2nd December 2010 at Lucknow. The meeting was chaired by Shri. Sanjay Agarwal, IAS, Principal Secretary, Agriculture, Government of Uttar Pradesh. The progress made by individual agencies with regard to each scheme being implemented by them was discussed. NIRD monitoring Team member expressed that the success achieved by individual agencies should be documented in the form of writing case studies, press releases for wider replication in the state and outside. Field visits were made to the districts of Lucknow, Faizabad, Basti, Sant Kabirnagar, Sitapur, Siddarthnagar and Shahajanpur to know the developments taking place in the villages. Discussions were held with farmers, scientists and field functionaries of the implementing agencies.
General Observations: RKVY started in the state in 2007-08 as 1st SLSC was held on 03.03.2008, however the actual implementation started from 2008-09. The State Government is making good efforts to utilize the funds allocated by Government of India. There are 15 agencies who are implementing nearly 250 projects at present in different sectors. 5 Agriculture Universities at viz., Faizabad, Kanpur, Meerut, Allahabad & Mathura are also implementing nearly 50 agriculture research related projects at a cost of ` 45.00 crore in the areas of seed production, genetic improvement in cattle and buffalo, integrated pest management and integrated disease management, mushroom spawn production, etc. While some research projects have made significant impact, some are yet to make. During the discussion with State Government Officials, it is learnt that the state is considering to get third party evaluation done by agencies like UP Council of Agricultural Research, State Planning Institute & GIRI Institute. In some projects where the agency could not start the Nodal agency proposes to de-sanction and put up to SLSC for allotting the same to some new projects to a different agency.
1. Financial Performance: The details of year wise allocations made by DAC, release by DAC, GoI and expenditure made during last 4 years are furnished here below at Table 1. Abstract of SLSC wise details of amount approved and expenditure made under RKVY as on 30.09.2010 is given in Table 2. Year wise expenditure incurred in 2008-09, 2009-10 and proposed during 2010-11 are given in Table 3. Details of SLSC wise projects approved is furnished in Table 4.
2. Time lag in fund release at different levels: The statement is furnished in Table 5. It may be observed there was some delay in release from the state Government to the nodal agency during 2008-09 but now it is not taking much time.

3. Proportion of projects submitted to SLSC coming from C-DAP: During 2009-10, 81% of the projects were from C-DAP and during 2010-11, 87% of the projects were from C-DAP.
4. Proportion of projects from SAP (not shown in C-DAP) submitted to SLSC: During 2009-10, 19% of the projects and during 2010-11, 13% of the projects were submitted to SLSC which were not shown in C-DAP.

5. Dedicated team for RKVY at the Nodal Department: A RKVY cell is established at State Head Quarter which is headed by Additional Director of Agriculture (soil conservation) and assisted by a Deputy Director of Agriculture. The cell consists of 5 State consultants, 3 Project Technical Assistants, one accountant, 4 computer Assistants, one Data Entry Operator, one photo machine operator, one IV class who are taken through a service provider. All the necessary work related to submission of the project proposals before SLSC for approval, monitoring and coordination, submission of progress reports are the main functions of the cell. This has enabled the state to generate the required reports and monitor the projects.

6. Specific Monitoring visits: The officers of the respective departments pay the visits to the project area during their monthly visits. However, there is a need to further strengthen monitoring in view of coverage of large number of districts in the state. The state has got 72 districts falling in different agro-climatic zones.

7. Convergence: The Nodal department has made efforts to have convergence of schemes. However, it is noticed that desired level of convergence has not taken place.
8. State Level meetings of all sector departments to review the progress of RKVY: Besides SLSC meetings State Level Meetings under the Chairmanship of Agriculture Production Commission, Principal Secretary Agriculture are conducted on fortnightly basis to review the progress. Monthly meetings are also held at the Directorate of Agriculture to review the projects.
9. Innovative Projects: Following projects can be treated as innovative projects for which state Government will be furnishing information which will be forwarded to DAC, MoA soon.

iii) Bundelkhand Package

iv) Extending green revolution to Eastern Region

v) Pulses & oil seeds in dry land areas

11. NAIP Projects: Extending green revolution to Eastern Region of UP and Promoting Oil seeds and Pulses are some of the NAIP Projects.
12. Watershed Development Projects of Rural Development & under MGNREGA: Specific instances are noticed in USDASP projects and Fisheries Department.

13. Mechanism for screening project proposals: At present a list of project proposals is prepared by RKVY cell indicating main points / features of the projects which are discussed by the Nodal Officer with the Principal Secretary, Agriculture and the proposals are put up before State Level Implementation and Monitoring Committee (SLIMC) headed by Agriculture Production Commissioner for recommending to SLSC. This system is going on well.

14. Online monitoring: Necessary information and progress related to the projects are being fed in MIS. The officers of Department of Agriculture have also attended the training on orientation of RKVY Database and Information Management System (RDIMS) online monitoring at NIRD, Hyderabad. Individual ID number is being given to each project under RKVY.

Field Visit Observations:

(1) Lucknow District: Farm mechanization scheme of State Institute of Management of Agriculture (SIMA). Project Cost ` 45.64 lakhs, Expenditure ` 45.64 lakhs. The institute which is one of the oldest training institutes under the Department of Agriculture conducts regular training for in-service agriculture officers, agriculture field assistants and farmers. The grant has been utilized for renovation of building to keep the tractors and also to buy the tractors. 7 tractors with accessories of different makes have been purchased. This is with a view that the farmers who are buying tractor as per their choice for a particular make should get the training in that tractor only about its running and proper maintenance. The institute would like to receive more funds under RKVY as there is a need to renovate still more buildings in the campus.

(2) Basti District: 
A) Nursery raising of seedlings in low tunnel polynet and production of high value vegetables being implemented by Department of Horticulture.

There are on-going two projects one sanctioned in 2008 with a project cost of ` 27.13 crore and expenditure of ` 26.93 crore and another sanctioned in 2009 with a project cost of ` 33.91crore with an expenditure of ` 1.02 crore.
All the 72 districts of the state are covered under these projects. Major interventions under these projects are

i) Raising seedlings by the farmers themselves in the low tunnel polynet (3 feet high) and transplanting in their field with a view to raise disease free planting materials and reduce mortality in the main field.
ii) Concentration was given to 3 specific crops viz., a) capsicum and chilli, b) tomato and c) gourd vegetables like bottle gourd, bitter gourd, ridge gourd, sponge gourd, cucumber etc.

iii) Introduction of new hybrid varieties and techniques like staking in tomatoes, raising gourd vegetables on prendals and improving productivity per unit area by adopting better package of practices like Integrated Pest and Disease Management and Integrated Nutrient Management.

iv) The incentives were given to the small and marginal farmers vegetable growers in the form of 50% of the material cost which included seeds, fertilizers, plant protection chemicals, low tunnel polynet, staking and machan (pendal) etc for good quality vegetable production. The beneficiaries have to bear 50% of material cost and 100% of operational cost (labour cost) required for vegetable production.

Field Visit was made to Pratappur Kalak village of Vikramjot Tahsil and Nagarkhas village of Bahadurpur Tahsil in Basti district where the NIRD team could see successfully grown high vegetables like tomato, chilli and capsicum. These villages have been converted into vegetable villages. The grant amount is ` 17,200/- in kind and ` 4,500/- per acre (0.4 Ha). The cost component is given through cheque for Shimla Mirchi. For hybrid tomato the grant is ` 6,303/- per 0.1 ha. Earlier they used to grow tobacco now the tobacco has been replaced by vegetables. However, the farmers expressed their difficulties in controlling the menace of wild cattle (Blue bull) and wild pigs. Due to the intervention they not only take the vegetables of tomato, chilli and gourd vegetables but also other crops like cauliflower, cabbage, onion and brinjal. It was understood that nearly 150 acres of vegetables are grown in these villages. Even the landless are taking the land on lease and started growing vegetables.
B) Strengthening Government Garden and flower nursery at Horticulture Experiment and Training Centre, Basti being implemented by Department of Horticulture. Project cost ` 10.00 crore, Release: ` 4.41 crore; Expenditure: ` 4.40 crore, out of this ` 50.63 lakhs has been utilized in this centre.
The training centre covers the training needs of both farmers and Horticulture Officers / Assistants for the 13 districts of Eastern Uttar Pradesh. It conducts 4 days and 6 days training programmes. The grant has been utilized for construction of shed, 400 meter length pipeline and digging bore wells and pump-house. Apart from this other investments are connecting roads within this horticulture farm and establishment of medicinal plant demonstration garden.
(3) Shahajanpur District: Land reclamation of Ravine area (Katri Land) in Ramaganga river banks being implemented by Department of Agriculture:

Ramaganga river originates in Pauri Garhwal and enters in Uttar Pradesh in Moradabad and flows through Rampur, Bareilly, Badaun, Shahjahanpur, Farrukhabad and falls in Ganga river in Hardoi. The river keeps on changing its course very frequently, causing heavy erosion and mass sand deposition on fertile lands along its banks. Very often flash flood occur in the catchments of its old paths and water stagnates for 10-15 days causing heavy damage to standing crops. As a result 56,800 ha. of land of 355 villages became barren with very less or no cultivation. Over a period dense shrubs like Moonj, Narkul, Sarpat, Sarkanda, etc covered the land and became a shelter for anti-social elements. The project has got following objectives:
i) To bring problematic area in to cultivated land to grow crops.

ii) To improve socio-economic status of farmers in the project areas.

iii) To ensure capacity building of farmers through demonstrations.

iv) To restore law and order in the affected areas.

The development interventions are a) Removal of perennial shrubs and land leveling; b) contour bunding; c) Peripheral bund formation; d) Flood control bunds like check-dam, retaining wall; e) Borewells and pumpsets; f) Construction of link road; g) Crop demonstration of cereals, pulses, horticulture and social forestry.
Field visit was made to Shamshipur Gajipur Pancham village of Barua Panchayat in Madanapur block of Jalalabad Tahashil of Shahajanpur district. The village has a population of around 5,000, the NIRD monitoring team opines that this is the remotest village and most backward village. The village does not have electricity connection yet and village has no facility of Public Health Centre, Bank, Public Transport in the vicinity of 30 kms. To reach the project site Monitoring Team had to travel by car, jeep, boat and then by foot (1 km.). The project site had become almost an island.
The land development has been undertaken using bulldozers and tractors which is done from the contractors of Rajasthan. After reclamation the original land owners have been restored their land and farmers are taking up crops now. 70 ha. of land at a cost of ` 19.426 lakh has been reclaimed in this village. Farmers expressed satisfaction about this project as they could return to farming in their abandoned land. But it will take years to bring these areas into normalcy of development as the area is inaccessible. Lot of improvement in infrastructure in terms of roads, bridges is necessary. 2 kms. road under MGNREGA is also under consideration.
(4) Sant Kabir Nagar District: Adoption and Certification of Organic Agriculture being implemented by NAFED:
Projects worth: ` 37.34 crore have been sanctioned, out of which ` 30.23 crore has been utilized.
Field visit was made to Borvyas village of Sant Kabir Nagar district in Eastern Uttar Pradesh where 494.00 Ha area in 10 clusters consisting of 29 villages and 229 registered organic farmers. Each cluster covers 50 Ha. each. Major crops covered under organic farming are Potato, Banana, rice, wheat, Green gram, lentil, etc. Types of intervention consists of training, soil testing and issue of soil health cards, supply of inputs, facilitation of external inspection. Farmers expressed that though they save in the cost of cultivation there is no difference in the price of their produce being organic. Under this project NADEP compost pit is being popularized in all the clusters. It is suggested that NAFED should facilitate organic farmers to get attractive price for their produce. During the visit it was noticed one cow pit pat (CPP) method of compost making was found. Earlier, it was suggested that this method should be validated by a recognized agriculture university but it is found NAFED has not complied yet.
(5) Siddarthanagar District:
A. Enhancement of production and productivity of wheat through line sowing being implemented by Agriculture Finance Corporation (AFC). This is one of the projects being implemented by Agriculture Finance Corporation (AFC). AFC has been given 4 projects worth ` 59.03 crore out of which ` 18.96 has been utilized. Under this project farm technologies are disseminated through different extension methods including Information and Communication Technology (ICT). Kanwaria village in Birdapur block of Siddarthanagar district was visited. Here out of 150 acres wheat area 40 Ha. has been converted into line sowing using fertilizer cum seed drill. Progressive farmers who have tractors have been given ` 15,000/- subsidy for purchase of rotavetor combine costing ` 34,600/-. Farmers are hiring this machine on ` 250/- per bigha. This has helped the small farmers to adopt new technologies. It is noticed during the visit that there is a need to strengthen the number of field staff by AFC to reach more number of farmers.
B. UPDASP (Uttar Pradesh Diversified Agriculture Support Project) – Three projects under the name “Promoting intensification and diversification of agricultural production and access to market” are being implemented in Uttar Pradesh with a total project of ` 228.70 crore out of which utilization is shown as ` 183.70 crore.
As a part of this project in Siddarthnagar district following sectors are covered. Agriculture, Horticulture, Animal husbandry, Fisheries, Food processing, Dairy and Participatory management (NGO). As a marketing intervention UPDASP is putting effort to get Geo-Labeling under Intellectual Property Rights for Kala Namak rice with a view a) to conserve the geographical area for Kala Namak rice b) to increase the production in within the area c) to increase the income of producers and to fetch the best price for the produce d) to conserve the aroma of kala Namak rice.
Uniqueness of Kala Namak rice are finest quality of scented rice, excellent palatability, known for its taste and aroma and longer shelf life. This variety is in cultivation since the Buddhist period (600 BC). At present nearly 5700 Ha. is under Kala Namak variety. DASP acts as a catalyst for identification of unique product, Group formation, motivation of group, provision of registration fees and extension activity. It may be mentioned here that similar Geo labeling is being procured for Rataul Mango and Allahabad Surkha Guava which also have unique qualities confined to geographical area.

(6) Sitapur District:
Under DASP project visit was made to villages viz. Bijuaman (Mujaffarpur) and Tikauli (Kabran) where goat rearing and Middle White Yorkshire Piggery units were seen. Jamunapuri breed of goat have been given to the farmers. These goat give 2 litres per day in 3 times. Lactation is 2 times a year. Other interventions in this district are demonstration plots of tissue culture banana, gourd vegetables on machan, Allahabad Safed Guava demonstration on farmers field.

(7) Lucknow District:
Saghan Mini Dairy Yojana – Project grant: ` 12.018 crore; Expenditure: ` 12.018 implemented by Pradeshik Cooperative Dairy Federation Ltd. (PCDF).

This is an ambitious project of employment generation and increasing milk production through induction of high yielding milk animals in all the 72 districts of Uttar Pradesh.

The dairy farmer purchases upgraded two murrah buffaloes or two cross bred HF or two crossbred Sahiwal cows of 1st or 2nd lactation at a cost of ` 40,000/- (yielding 8 litres / day for buffaloes 10 litres per day) . The subsidy is Rs.7500/- for OBC/General category and Rs.10,000/- for SC/ST for two animal unit. The rest of the cost has been met by bank loan. The District milk union is the nodal agency to implement this project to provide backward and forward linkages to the dairy farmers. Milk and milk products are sold under ‘Parag’ brand name. Field visit was made to Amethi village in Lucknow district wherein NIRD Monitoring Team Member could interact with the dairy farmers and the Branch Manager of Union Bank of India to have a feed back about this project. It is understood that the scheme has been accepted by both the farmers and the bank also as the branch manager is happy about the recovery performance under this scheme. Visit was made to Automatic Milk Collection Unit also where the price is paid based on Fat and Solid Not Fat (SNF) percentage. The milk union has installed Bulk Milk Cooler of the capacity of 2000 litre with Generator back up which gets milk collection both in the morning and evening. This may be considered as one of the successful schemes under RKVY in Uttar Pradesh.
Action Points:
Following suggestions are made for better implementation of RKVY projects in Uttar Pradesh.

1. All the Project Implementing Agencies (PIA’s) may prepare project wise output / impact of completed projects with case studies containing good photographs.

2. At present UPDASP does not submit the sector wise allocations and progress made in each sector which makes difficult for monitoring. Hence, it is suggested that separate projects indicating district wise physical and financial targets for each sector may be submitted.

3. USDASP should create a Marketing Network for the products prepared by SHG’s promoted by them.
4. All PIA’s should maintain a database wherein benchmark data of pre-intervention of RKVY and also data of post intervention are entered. This will help for proper impact assessment or evaluation study at a later period.

5. NAFED should come out with the plan for marketing of organic products on a sustainable way so that even when the project period is over, attractive price is made available to the organic farmers.

6. AFC should give more attention for creating one model farm in each block to disseminate the farm technologies through farmer to farmer extension method for wider adoption.
7. In case or energisation of pumpset scheme implemented by Minor Irrigation Department, the PIA should submit details of district wise beneficiaries to the Nodal Agency of the RKVY.
8. NAFED should promote vermi-composting along with NADEP compost method.

9. Cow Pit Pat (CPT) method of composting propagated by NAFED should be validated by a recognized agriculture university.
